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Each district must establish a local school wellness policy for all
schools participating in the National School Lunch Program and/or
School Breakfast program under the jurisdiction of the district. The
local school wellness policy is a written plan that includes methods
to promote student wellness, prevent and reduce childhood obe-
sity, and provide assurance that school meals and other food and
beverages sold and otherwise made available on the school cam-
pus during the school day are consistent with applicable minimum
federal standards. 7 C.FR. 210.31(a)

“School day” means the period from the midnight before, to 30
minutes after the end of the official school day. 7 C.ER.
210.11(a)(5)

“School campus” means all areas of the property under the juris-
diction of the school that are accessible to students during the
school day. 7 C.FR. 210.11(a)(4)

At a minimum, a local school wellness policy must contain:

1. Specific goals for nutrition promotion and education, physical
activity, and other school-based activities that promote stu-
dent wellness. In developing these goals, a district must re-
view and consider evidence-based strategies and techniques;

2. Standards for all foods and beverages provided, but not sold,
to students during the school day on each participating school
campus under the jurisdiction of the district;

3. Standards and nutrition guidelines for all foods and beverages
sold to students during the school day on each participating
school campus under the jurisdiction of the district that:

a. Are consistent with applicable requirements set forth in 7
C.F.R. 210.10 (meal requirements for lunches and after-
school snacks) and 220.8 (meal requirements for break-
fasts);

b. Are consistent with the nutrition standards set forth un-
der 7 C.F.R. 210.11 (competitive food service and stand-
ards);

c. Permit marketing on the school campus during the
school day of only those foods and beverages that meet
the nutrition standards under 7 C.F.R. 210.11; and

d. Promote student health and reduce childhood obesity;

4. Identification of the position of the district or school official(s)
responsible for the implementation and oversight of the local
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school wellness policy to ensure each school’s compliance
with the policy;

A description of the manner in which parents, students, repre-
sentatives of the school food authority, teachers of physical
education, school health professionals, the school board,
school administrators, and the general public are provided an
opportunity to participate in the development, implementation,
and periodic review and update of the local school wellness
policy; and

A description of the plan for measuring the implementation of

the local school wellness policy, and for reporting local school
wellness policy content and implementation issues to the pub-
lic as required below.

Permit parents, students, representatives of the school food
authority, teachers of physical education, school health pro-
fessionals, the school board, school administrators, and the
general public to participate in the development, implementa-
tion, and periodic review and update of the local school well-
ness policy.

Inform the public about the content and implementation of the
local school wellness policy, and make the policy and any up-
dates available to the public annually.

Inform the public about progress toward meeting the goals of
the local school wellness policy and compliance with the local
school wellness policy by making the triennial assessment, as
required at item 2 under Implementation Assessments and
Updates below, available to the public in an accessible and
easily understood manner.

Implementation A district must:

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Designate one or more district or school officials to ensure
that each participating school complies with the local school
wellness policy.

At least once every three years, assess schools’ compliance
with the local school wellness policy, and make assessment
results available to the public. The assessment must measure
the implementation of the local school wellness policy, and in-
clude:
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a. The extent to which schools under the jurisdiction of the
district are in compliance with the local school wellness
policy;

b. The extent to which the district’s local school wellness
policy compares to model local school wellness policies;
and

c. Adescription of the progress made in attaining the goals
of the local school wellness policy.

3. Make appropriate updates or modifications to the local school
wellness policy, based on the triennial assessment.
Recordkeeping A district must retain records to document compliance with the re-

quirements of this policy. These records include, but are not limited
to:

1. The written local school wellness policy;

2.  Documentation demonstrating compliance with community in-
volvement requirements, including requirements to make the
local school wellness policy and triennial assessments availa-
ble to the public as required at Implementation Assessments
and Updates above; and

3. Documentation of the triennial assessment of the local school
wellness policy for each school under its jurisdiction.

On behalf of the District, the local school
healthy advisory council (SHAC) shall review and consider evi-
dence-based strategies and techniques and recommend nutrition
guidelines and wellness goals as required by law.

Wellness Plan The District shall develop a wellness plan to implement the Dis-
trict’s nutrition guidelines and wellness goals. The wellness plan
shall, at a minimum, address:

1. Strategies for soliciting involvement by and input from per-
sons interested in the wellness plan and policy;

2. Objectives, benchmarks, and activities for implementing the
wellness goals;

3. Methods for measuring implementation of the wellness goals;

4. The District’s standards for foods and beverages provided,
but not sold, to students during the school day on a school
campus; and

5.  The manner of communicating to the public applicable infor-
mation about the District’'s wellness policy and plan.

The SHAC shall review the plan on a regular basis and recom-
mend revisions to the wellness policy when necessary.

Nutrition Guidelines The District’s nutrition guidelines for reimbursable school meals
and all other foods and beverages sold or marketed to students
during the school day shall be designed to promote student health
and reduce childhood obesity and shall be at least as restrictive as
federal regulations and guidance, except when the District allows
an exemption for fundraising activities as authorized by state and
federal rules.

The District shall implement, in accordance with law, a coordinated
school health program with a nutrition education component. [See
EHAA] The District’s nutrition promotion activities shall encourage
participation in the National School Lunch Program, the School
Breakfast Program, and any other supplemental food and nutrition
programs offered by the District.

The District establishes the following goal for nutrition promotion:
The District shall consistently promote healthy nutrition messages
and share educational information to promote healthy nutrition
choices and positively influence the health of students.

The District establishes the following goal for nutrition education:
The District shall deliver nutrition education that fosters a lifestyle
of healthy eating behaviors through integration of nutrition educa-
tion into appropriate curriculum areas and provide professional de-
velopment for staff responsible for nutrition education.

The District shall implement, in accordance with law, a coordinated
health program with physical education and physical activity com-
ponents and shall offer at least the required amount of physical ac-
tivity for all grades. [See BDF, EHAA, EHAB, and EHAC]

The District establishes the following goals for physical activity:

1. The District shall permit the use of the District’s recreational
facilities in accordance with policy. [See GKD]

2.  The District shall provide an environment that fosters a life-
style of physical activity and fithess behaviors through integra-
tion in appropriate curriculum areas and provide professional
development for staff responsible for physical activity.

The District establishes the following goal to create an environment
conducive to healthful eating and physical activity and to promote
and express a consistent wellness message through other school-
based activities: The District shall promote wellness for students,
families, and employees at suitable District and campus activities.

The Superintendent shall oversee the implementation of this policy
and the development and implementation of the wellness plan and
appropriate administrative procedures.

The District shall comply with federal requirements for evaluating
this policy and the wellness plan.

The District shall annually inform and update the public about the
content and implementation of the wellness policy, including post-
ing on its website copies of the wellness policy, the wellness plan,
and the required implementation assessment.
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Records Retention The District shall retain all the required records associated with the
wellness policy, in accordance with law and the District’s records
management program.
